STS-98/Atlantis was launched at 6:13 PM
EST on February 7, 2001 with crew of
Commander, Ken Crockrell; Pilot, Mark
Polansky; and Mission Specialists, Robert
Curbeam, Marsha Ivins and Tom Jones.
Primary objectives were delivery of U.S.
Laboratory Module Destiny and delivery of
logistics to ISS. This space station flight was
designated 1SS-5A. Touchdown of Atlantis
took place at 3:34 PM EST on February 20,
2001 at Edwards AFB runway #22. Atlantis
flew 202 orbits in 309 hours 21 minutes.
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STS-102/Discovery was launched at 6:42
PM EST on March 8, 2001 with crew of
Commander, Jim Wetherbee; Pilot, James
Kelly; Mission Specialists, Andy Thomas and
Paul Richards and Expedition-2 crew of Yuri
Usachev, Jim Voss and Susan Helms. Primary
objectives were delivery of logistics to ISS
and rotation of Expedition-1 and 2 crews. This
space station flight was designated 1SS-5A.1.
Touchdown of Discovery took place at 2:31
AM EST on March 21, 2001 at KSC runway
#15. Discovery flew 202 orbits in 307 hours
49 minutes.

STS-100/Endeavor was launched at 2:40
P.M. EDT on April 19, 2001 with crew of
Commander, Kent Rominger; Pilot, Jeff
Ashby; Mission Specialists, Chris Hadfield,
Scott Parazynski, John Phillips, Umberto
Guidoni and Yuri Lochakov. Primary objec-

tives were delivery of the Space Station
Remote Manipulator System (SSRMS) and
delivery of logistics to ISS. This space station
flight was designated 1SS-6A. Touchdown of
Endeavor took place at 12:01 PM EDT on
May I, 2001 at Edwards AFB runway #22.
Endeavor flew 186 orbits in 276 hours 54
minutes.

STS-104/Atlantis was launched at 5:04
AM EDT on July 12, 2001 with crew of
Commander, Steve Lindsey, Pilot, Charles
Hobaugh; Mission Specialists, Michael
Gernhardt, James Reilly and Janet Kavandi.
Primary objective was delivery of Quest air-
lock and four high pressure gas assemblies.
This space station flight was designated ISS-
7A. Touchdown of Atlantis took place at
11:38 PM EDT on July 23, 2001 at KSC run-
way #13. Atlantis flew 200 orbits in 306 hours
36 minutes.

STS-105/Discovery was launched at 5:10
PM EDT on August 10, 2001 with crew of
Commander, Scott Horowitz; Pilot, Fred
Sturckow; Mission Specialists, Daniel Barry
and Patrick Forrester and Expedition-3 crew
of Frank Culberston, Mikhail Turin and
Vladimir Dezhurov. Primary objectives were
delivery of logistics to ISS and rotation of
Expedition-2 and 3 crews. This space station
flight was designated ISS-7A.1. Touchdown
of Discovery took place at 2:23 PM EDT on
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August 22, 2001 at KSC runway #15.
Discovery flew 186 orbits in 285 hours 13
minutes.

STS-108/Endeavor was launched at 5:19
PM EST on December 5, 2001 with crew of
Commander, Dominic Gorie; Pilot, Mark
Kelly; Mission Specialists, Linda Godwin and
Daniel Tani and Expedition-4 crew of Yuri
Onufrienko, Carl Walz and Dan Bursch.
Primary objectives were delivery of logistics
to ISS and rotation of Expedition-3 and 4
crews. This space station flight was designat-
ed Utilization Flight (UF-1). Touchdown of
Endeavor took place at 12:55 PM EST on
December 17, 2001 at KSC runway #15.
Endeavor flew 185 orbits in 283 hours 35
minutes.

STS-109/Columbia was launched at 6:22
AM EST on March 1, 2002 with crew of
Commander, Scott Altman; Pilot, Duane
Carey; Payload Commander, John Grunsfield;
Mission Specialists, Nancy Currie, Jim
Newman, Richard Linnehan and Michael
Massimino. Primary objective was Hubble
Servicing Mission (HST-SM3B). Touchdown
of Columbia took place at 4:33 AM EST on
March 12, 2002 at KSC runway #15.
Columbia flew 165 orbits in 262 hours 11
minutes.
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STS-110/Atlantis was launched at 4:44
PM EDT on April 8, 2002 with crew of
Commander, Michael Bloomfield; Pilot,
Steven Frick; Mission Specialists, Jerry Ross,
Steve Smith, Ellen Ochoa, Lee Morin and Rex
Walheim. Primary objective was installation
of Integrated Truss Structure- SO and Mobile
Transporter. This space station flight was des-
ignated ISS-8A. Touchdown of Atlantis took
place at 12:28 PM EDT on April 19, 2002 at
KSC runway #33. Atlantis flew 171 orbits in
249 hours 43 minutes.

STS-111/Endeavor was launched at 5:22
PM EDT on June 5, 2002 with crew of
Commander, Ken Cockrell; Pilot, Paul
Lockhart; Mission Specialists, Franklin
Chang Diaz, Philippe Perrin and Expedition-5
crew of Valery Korzun, Sergei Treschev and
Peggy Whitson. Primary objectives were
transport of logistics to ISS and rotation of
Expedition-4 and 5 crews. This space station
flight was designated Utilization Flight (UF-
2). Touchdown of Endeavor took place at 1:58
PM EDT on June 19, 2002 at Edwards AFB
runway #22. Endeavor flew 217 orbits in 332
hours 36 minutes.

STS-112/Atlantis was launched at 3:41
PM EDT on October 7, 2002 with crew of
Commander, Jeff Ashby; Pilot, Pam Melroy;
Mission Specialists, Dave Wolf, Piers Sellers,
Sandra Magnus and Fyodor Yurchikhin.
Primary objectives were delivery of the
Integrated Truss Segment-S| and Crew and
Equipment Translation Aid (CETA) Cart-A.
This space station flight was designated 1SS-
9A Touchdown of Atlantis took place at 11:44
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AM EDT on October 18, 2002 at KSC runway
#33. Atlantis flew 172 orbits in 259 hours 58
minutes.

Touchdown of Endeavor
took place at 2:37 PM EST on December 7,
2002 at KSC runway #33. Endeavor flew 220
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
