STS-5 the first operational mission of the Space Shuttle was launched on November 11, 1982 with the main objectives the first commercial satellite deployments and first Shuttle EVA. The satellite deployments went flawlessly with both satellites operating in geosynchronous orbit. The space suits that were to be used for the 1st Shuttle EVA suffered malfunctions which prevented their testing. A Extravehicular Mobility Unit (EMU) Investigation Board was assigned to find the cause of the malfunctions.
